Campers, we welcome you to our Camp Marshall Riding Programs. Please review the following information, and check the appropriate level at which you are currently riding at. Please mail this form in with your final payment and other release forms. This information will be used during our riding evaluation process. It is at the discretion of our administrative horse staff to place children in the appropriate riding level based on safety and experience while riding our horses. (Our horses are not all schooling horses, but are donated to camp for our programs from generous owners in the area, so your child may be placed into a different program than what they signed up for based on their evaluation.)  Most important is the safety of our riders. 
If there is any concern with the placement of a rider into a level, please email sam@campmarshall.org with any questions you may have.  We offer guidance as to which program might suit your child best!

______Level 1. Rider is new to horses – Program Recommendation: Saddle Up or Young Riders
______Level 2. Rider has had less than 5 lessons, or can walk independently.  Program Recommendation: Saddle Up or Young Riders
_____Level 3. Rider can walk independently and has started trotting.  At the trot, the rider may need some additional assistance with position, or help with diagonals.  The rider still needs assistance tacking up independently. Program Recommendation: In the Saddle Program 
Rider must be able to tack up a horse independently to be placed in the following levels:

______Level  4. Rider can walk trot independently and confidently.  Rider is familiar with diagonals, and will be able to begin learning to canter, or has started learning to canter.  Program Recommendation: Horse Lovers, Horse Lovers Half/Half or Bring your own horse
_____ Level  5. Rider can walk, trot and canter independently and confidently, knows diagonals and is familiar with leads.  They may be starting over cross rails or poles. 
Program Recommendation: Horse Lovers, Horse Lovers Half/Half or Bring your own horse
_____ Level  6. Rider can walk, trot, and canter independently, knows diagonals and simple lead changes. Rider is able to perform arena exercises and able to Trail Ride, a jump 18 inch cross rails. Program Recommendation: Horse Lovers, Horse Lovers Half/Half, Bring your own horse, Horse Masters
Each child that has registers for Horse Lovers, Horse Lovers Half/Half or Bring your own Horse and Horse Masters will have a riding evaluation on Sunday afternoon after they register- This includes Day Campers ( Saddle Up, Young Riders and In the Saddle Programs will have evaluations on Monday morning.
